CALL FOR APPLICATIONS

AIM

The aim of the SMG programme is to strengthen research cooperation within the EuroEAP Society network. These Missions allow scientists to go to an institution or laboratory to foster collaboration, to learn a new technique or to take measurements using instruments and/or methods not available in their own institution/laboratory. 
ELIGIBILITY AND CONSTRAINTS

· All EuroEAP Society Members are invited to submit SMG applications (the applicant should have a confirmed subscription to the Society at the time of the submission of the grant).
· For Members affiliated with research institutions, all researchers down to PhD students are eligible for SMGs.
· In order to get a fair distribution and increased collaboration within the entire EuroEAP society, any given institution could not have more than one beneficiary of an SMG.

· The minimum duration of a SMG visit is 1 week, although longer visits are encouraged as they are expected to be more beneficial. 
EVALUATION OF THE GRANT PROPOSAL

The SMG Committee will peer review the application, soliciting opinions from external international experts where necessary.

The following selection criteria must be sufficiently addressed in the application:

· Scientific quality (state of the art, novelty and description of intended work (time plan));
· Benefit of SMG for applicant and host/Explanation why collaboration is necessary.
Failing to properly address these will lead to rejection of the application.
